A volunteer from the area who serves outside the 
community as an outstanding ambassador to the 
outside world. 

Public Service 
A public employee, volunteer, firefighter or law 
enforcement officer who acted above and beyond the 
call of duty. 
 

Volunteer 
A volunteer who made a positive difference, or 
displayed outstanding leadership and commitment to 
our community through their volunteer efforts. 
 

Youth 
A youth under age 18 for an act of heroism involving an 
unusual, significant or unexpected incident requiring 
a “heroic” reaction in a crisis, or an extended charitable 
commitment.
